If applying to college students should:

❑ Complete a college application online via:

 Common Application (remember to invite their counselor and use the fcps.edu email 

account – DO NOT use the fcpsschools.net address)

 Coalition Application

 Individual University Website

❑ Submit a Transcript Request form and Consent for Release form (IS-111)

❑ Submit student and parent/guardian input forms to school counselor by 

September 13th. Resumes are optional but helpful

❑ Talk with their teachers about writing recommendation letters (if required by the 

university/college)

❑ Complete the FAFSA online-available October 1

❑ Official transcripts are sent by CVHS and must be requested 30 

days prior to the college deadline

❑ First 3 transcripts are free, additional transcripts are $5 each

❑ 7th semester reports are automatically sent to all schools you 

requested by using the Transcript Request Form

❑ Final Transcripts are sent automatically to the school you indicate 

you are attending on the FCPS Senior Survey in May
