NOVA's Spring 2024 Early Online College (EOC) registration is now open! These 12-week NOVA Online courses are open 
to FCPS Juniors and Seniors and will run asynchronously from January 30 – April 22, 2024. Courses are offered tuition-
FREE but students may be required to pay for books or materials for certain courses. The registration deadline is 
Monday, January 8, 2024 at 5pm. Register for the information session on Thursday, November 2 from 6-7pm. 
Additionally, NOVA launched a Career Studies Certificate (CSC) through EOC this past fall 2023. The IT Technical Support 
CSC is an employable certificate that also prepares students for 5 industry certifications. Questions? Email 
dualenrollment@nvcc.edu.
